(FMC) Secretariat has appraised ten (10)

FOCAS project proposals from partner
NGOs and POs since January to July 2006. Also
included is the Riverbank Stabilization Project
Phase Il proposed by LMDA. Nine of the propos-
als were presented to the FMC during its monthly
meetings. The Deep-Sea Payao Establishment
( now changed to Kalinawan River & Estuary Re-
source Management Project) submitted last July
is ready for presentation to the FMC after the
process of enhancement made by the proponent
with the assistance from the FMC Secretariat.

Out of ten proposals submitted, six of which
were proposed by AID Foundation, LMDA, Alter-
dev Services Foundation, AADC-Mindanao,
Caraga Consortium (CCEPSD) and SIUFMULCO
were deliberated by the members of the Provin-
cial Stakeholder Committee (PSC) during their
regular meetings.

On the other hand, PACAP Advisory Commit-
tee (PAC) in Manila approved the Mainit Commu-
nity Based Resource Management Initiative of
AID Foundation last February 2006. The Sison
Upland Resource Enhancement Project (SUREP)
of CCEPSD and the Enhancing Upland and Low-

land Farming Systems and Strengthening of Local

Organizations (EFASS) of Alterdev were also ap-

proved by PAC last April 2006. Thereafter, the
Community-Based Enterprise: Effecting Community
Development and Economic Empowerment in Four
Barangays Surrounding Lake Mainit of AADC-
Mindanao was also approved last May 2006.

PACAP approved a total of Php 11,988,601.60

project amount with Php 6,928,594.20 as the com-
mitted counterpart’s contribution.

Based on the approved Grant Agreement with

PACAP for the Lake Mainit Development Agenda
FOCAS Secretariat Year 1, the Lake Mainit FMC is
targeting only six (6) project proposals to be ap-
proved by PACAP. However, due to the active par-
ticipation of partner NGOs and POs in the Lake

Mainit FOCAS, the number of submitted project
proposals exceeded its target for this year. The
FMC Secretariat is expecting to have eight (8) pro-

Bird Flu or Avian Influ-
enza (Al) is a contagious disease of birds ranging
from mild to sever form of iliness.

Bird Flu is caused by an influenza A virus that ca n
cause outbreaks or deaths in poultry that may af-
fect the poultry industry and food security.

What Causes Bird Flu?

The outbreaks affecting some Asian countries have
been caused by influenza A/H5N1 virus. It can also
cause sever infections in humans.

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ollowing Eve Oatley’s rapid appraisal

of fisher folk livelihoods in 2005, the

Mindanao State University’s Institute

of Fisheries Research and Develop-
ment in Naawan, Misamis Oriental, led by Dr
Wilfredo Hoijilla Uy, submitted a proposal for an
in-depth study of fisheries and the fish stocks
in Lake Mainit in March 2006.

As a result of this preliminary survey’s
success, Sally Crook followed the example of
her predecessor and is carrying out a rapid
rural appraisal of land-based livelihoods in the
upland areas of the Lake Mainit watershed.

Ten barangays in the four municipali-
ties of Surigao del Norte that lie wholly or
partly within the watershed have already been
assessed. This was done by means of ques-
tioning local people at meetings in their baran-
gay halls on the natural resources in their area
and how they are used to generate income.
The data collected has been encoded into the
NRDB. The remaining four municipalities in the
Lake Mainit watershed, in Agusan del Norte,
are now being surveyed and the VSO hopes to
have a report ready by December.

The next step will be to solicit propos-
als for a detailed, first hand survey of the wa-
tershed’s natural resources and their use, as
was obtained for the lake resources.

vian Influenza Al or H5N1 virus
‘ \ affecting some Asian countries
has put the country into an alarm-
ing situation. Bird Flu or Avian Flu is caused by a virus that usually

passes on the disease to birds, but intermittently traverses the spe-
cies barrier and contaminate human.

At hand, the worldwide velocity of Bird Flu has detrimentally af-
fected not only the poultry industry resulting in the devastation of mil-
lions of poultry worldwide though human physical condition as well.
Bird flu remains basically an animal virus, affecting many countries in
Asia like China, Indonesia and Vietnam.

The Philippines is one of the Bird Flu free countries in Southeast
Asia but is at high risk with the continuing outbreaks of the diseases in
neighboring countries. The Philippines is exerting efforts in maintain-
ing its bird flu-free status.

Lake Mainit in Caraga Region is one of the possible entry points
of Bird Flu, where migratory birds flock during wintertime and the lake
will serve as their wintering ground. However, there were no reports
of Bird Flu cases in Lake Mainit area. Moreover, th e strict quaran-
tine and surveillance by the authority assures that Lake Mainit
remains a Bird Flu free

The LMDA Project Management Office Director Engr. Kaiser B.
Recabo, Jr. has attended a series of orientation and meetings on
AVIAN Influenza or Bird Flu. In fact Engr. Recabo is one of the mem-
bers of the Regional Avian Influenza Task Force, whose main objec-
tive is to help maintain our country as a Bird Flu Free country. The
Regional Al Task Force has conducted a Municipal Al Preparedness
and Planning Workshop to the entire region.

The Natural Resources Database devised in Bohol (NRDB)
was installed into a computer of the LMDA by the current Voluntary
Service Overseas volunteer, Sally Crook, in May 2006. This was
the database created especially for the Bohol Environment Man-
agement Office (BEMO) by Richard Alexander, another VSO vol-
unteer, in 2002 and was found to be ideal for LMDA since their
work is comparable to that of BEMO dealing as it does with natural
resources and biodiversity.

Data already in hard copy in the LMDA office has been en-
coded into the NRDB, and Sally has also obtained shapefiles
(computer map layers) from the PPDOs of Surigao del Norte and
Agusan del Norte — the two provinces in which the Lake Mainit wa-
tershed is situated.

More modern maps are being sought, since some of those on
computer are out of date and showing, for example, some baran-
gays of Kitcharao Municipality to be in Jabonga, its neighbour to
the south.

This database will be a great asset to the LMDA since the lo-
cation of natural resources, land use, LMDA projects and other
spatial data can be downloaded from GPS readings, and the re-
sults of surveys and projects can also be stored there for easy re-
trieval when needed.
